school enrollment over those
years. We presently have a senior
class of 19 and a freshman class of
46. Due to small class sizes, and the
need to offer an increasing number

and AP classes. However, students
may use New Hampshire's Virtual
Learning Academy (VLACS), and
dual enrollment at Manchester
Community College to access
these advanced learning
opportunities.
